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God's Holy Spirit specifically anointed Jesus to preach, teach, and observe
the “acceptable year of the Lord” (Isaiah 61:1-2; Lk 4:18-19) meaning the
feasts of the Lord (Lev 23:1-44) of which He declares Himself to be the
Lord of (Mk 2:28; Mat 12:8; Lk 6:5). The feast of Tabernacles typifies the
time when we will dwell with God (cf., John 1:1-3) symbolizing a new
heaven and earth after God’s final judgment upon the world.
